Foreign Students Dormitory
Fudan Foreign Students Dormitory is located in northwest of Fudan campus. The
Students’ cafeteria and the Gym are behind the
Foreign Students Dormitory.

Guanghua Towers are on the main campus. It takes the
main teaching tasks in academic terms, and consists of four
buildings: east and west main buildings, and east and west
supplementary buildings.

IN SHANGHAI

hanghai ( _E 8 ) is the largest city in China, and one of
Sthe largest metropolitan areas in the world, with over 20
million people. Located on China's central eastern coast, it just
lies at the mouth of the Yangtze River.
Originally a fishing and textiles town, Shanghai grew to
importance in the 19th century due to its favorable port
location and as one of the cities opened to foreign trade by the
1842 Treaty of Nanking. The City flourished as a center of commerce between east and west, and
became a multinational hub of finance and business by the 1930s. After 1990, the economic reforms
introduced by Deng Xiaoping resulted in intense re-development and financing in Shanghai, and in
2005 Shanghai became the world's largest cargo port.
Today, Shanghai is the largest center of commerce and finance in mainland China, and has been
described as the "showpiece" of the world's fastest-growing major economy.

o Jinmao Tower

Jinmao Tower is a symbol of 21st century Shanghai, at 88 stories, a super high-rise that is 420.5
meters tall, making it the second tallest building in China.
